rev-el-ing (rev́el ing)  to take great delight in and occasional boisterous merry-making 

I grilled a few hot dogs in church during worship a few years ago.  I might be the only pastor 
to have ever done that in our Meetinghouse.  Iõm not sure if it caused a few of our since-
departed previous pastors to spin in their graves or applaud from heaven, but sometimes 
youõve got to do something unusual to get peopleõs attention.  A seminary professor of mine 
once told me that if you wanted parishioners to remember a sermon point, youõve got to make 
it òsticky.ó  Grilling a hot dog in church doesnõt make it ôsticky,ó but it sure made it tasty for 
me and that little girl in the first pew who was brave enough t o ask me for one.  The object 
lesson [if thatõs what you can call grilling a hot dog in church] was to make one of four  points 
about how to keep your faith fresh and strong over the summer.  With that in mind, let me 
share with you my òRecipe for Summer Restó.    
 
1. DONõT APPLY SON BLOCKé.Taking a break from worship for the entire summer is 
not a good idea. Worship is a òspiritual practiceó, and practice makes perfect.  God doesnõt 
want you to be perfect but working on being a better person is still on the su mmer menu.  If 
youõre going away, thatõs a perfect opportunity to see if you can find a church thatõs more fun, 
uplifting, joy filled and inspiring to worship with.  I challenge you to find it, but I think youõll 
be back.  This summer, weõll worship mostly in our air-conditioned  lounge, have activity 
packs for kids, keep worship brief and light, AND an òIce Cream Sundayó where weõll serve 
ice cream during the sermon to keep things cool. 

2. READ A GOOD BOOKé..The Bible is a good book!!  I donõt suggest reading the entire 
Bible this summer. Thatõll make your brain go numb. But how about reading one book of the 
Bible. Iõd suggest a Gospel, maybe even all 4 of them.  That would total 120 pages, which is 150 
pages LESS than Danielle Steeleõs latest book which many of you will read this summer. Just 
think how much more youõll get from the sermons this fall if youõve already seen a preview of 
a few of the stories Iõll be preaching from!  Besides, shouldnõt watching the umpteenth season 
of the Bachelor be enough for your salacious souls?!! 
3. DO A LITTLE GRILLINGé..Grilling your faith once a year is not a bad thing to do.  
When was the last time you asked a few tough questions about what you believe?  Faith is 
always more about the questions we ask than it is about the answers we eventually find. I 
suggested 3 questions to ask of yourself and ponder this summer. Does my life have meaning 
and purpose? How can I be a blessing to others? Where can I begin to make a difference 
through my faith?  George Eliot once wrote, òItõs never too late to become what you might have 
been.ó   This is true.  Grilling your faith might actually help you to become the person of faith 

God intended.   
4. DO A LITTLE GARDENINGé..All of us need to do a little òinternal gardeningó every 
once-in-a-while.  Sometimes the garden of our souls gets overgrown with weeds, rocks and 
thorns and we need to tend to it so that something more beautiful can grow within us.  Maybe 
you have a few bad habits to weed out. Maybe youõve got a few deeply rooted issues from 
your  past that need to be dug up and tossed away.  Maybe there are a few rocky things you 
need to forgive.  Tending to the òsoil of your souló [try saying THAT three times fast] so that 
you can plant some new seeds of hope, peace and love, is something weõd all benefit from 
doing during some of the quiet time weõve set aside for ourselves this summer.   
 
Now Iõm off on Sabbatical for the month of July to do some of the above for myself.  

 Iõd suggest you do the same.  Have a restful summeré..just not TOO restful.
